MINUTES OF THE MEETING (February 9, 2010)

Call to Order:
Bill Hallinan, President, called the meeting to order at 7:06pm

Role Call:
There were 12 neighbors and 2 guest speakers present.

Minutes:
The minutes of the November 10, 2009 meeting were approved as printed in the newsletter.

Treasurer’s Report:

The bank balance as of the last meeting on November 9, 2009 was $1,410.86. On November 10, 2010 a check was
written to Lynn Bradley for some Neighborhood Watch expenses. A deposit of $140.00 on November 16, 2009 for
advertising sales was made. A check was written on January 23, 2009 for the newsletter distribution supplies. Then
ending balance as of February 7, 2010 was $1,403.35.

There was not a lot of activity this time in terms of donations. With the next newsletter we will add a request for
more donations for the Woodrim Crossings Association. Barb and Bill thanked Chris Neuharth for his help with
putting the newsletter together and for running the website as well. Bill noted that when he first looked to buy a
home in this area, he liked the fact that our neighborhood had a website and it helped him to make the decision to
move here.

New Business:
Sharon asked if it may be possible to see about getting donations from surrounding businesses to give gift cards for
the ten neighbors who deliver the newsletter every quarter. Bill said he will work on this.

Bill attended the neighborhood round table meeting. They talked about the importance of returning your census
when you receive it. There are ten questions about who lives at your home, their ages, etc. All information goes into
a vault for seventy years and later the information is used for genealogy purposes. It is important to try and mail it
back by April 1.

The neighborhood garage sale will be May 215t and 22™.
In the past the casinos were trying to get the approval for having slot machines at the off track betting locations.

They are now trying to reintroduce it. The website www.protectourneighborhoods.org has a lot of information about
the legislation and other details. Bill is keeping an eye on this.

Violent major crimes are down 13%.

The Budget Officer for the City of Aurora attended the meeting. He talked about the tight budget. He brought a Sales
Tax Percent Change Chart showing the trends for the last four years. Sales have been down since December 2008.
City of Aurora property taxes went down $30 from 2009 to 2010 for the average home. The City is continuing to
work to find ways to cut expenses and operate more efficiently.

Correspondence:

We received a construction update from the City of Aurora Water Department for the City Center Storm Sewer
Rehabilitation Project. The project involves the rehabilitation of an existing storm sewer line that extends from East
Alameda Avenue, North, through City Center Park, South Elkhart Street and South Evanston Way to a vacant lot
South of West Tollgate Creek. The letter mention it may increase construction traffic in our neighborhood. For safety
reasons, fenced areas must not be crossed and an added awareness of heavy equipment and trucks should be
exercised. For information about the project, call 720-859-4312.

Old Business:
Neighborhood wooden signs — Bill spoke with Mike the other day. He has two signs that he can work with right now.
He will work on the one near Nick’s Garden, and also trim the bush around it so that we can see it better. Kathy
happened to see Marilyn (the lady who has one of the signs in her backyard from when part of her fence was ran
over by a car). Marilyn would like someone to come and pick it up. We will see about retrieving the sign, and also
talk to Ken about hanging a sign on his new fence. We want to make sure all the signs are securely bolted on. At one
time, two girls stole a couple of them.

We will be having elections at the next meeting. Checking to see about the nominations. Holding off until May that
we will have nominations and vote at the same time.

Guest Speaker #1:

Molly Markert was a special guest at the meeting. She mentioned it is up to us to let her know what our
neighborhood is working on. Nothing is happening with the Grace Korean Baptist Church building site at this time.
They were approved by the Planning Commission on January 2008, but the church has since disbanded. Many of the
members are now attending New Life Mission Church and they are planning to sell the vacant parcel of land in the
near future. Ron Miller — the City Manager is retiring soon. This is not an elected position, but a salary position. He
ran a very smooth operation and they are looking to replace him. Currently there are three deputy managers, which
may be a possible option, but they may also consider going outside to hire someone new. They are working to find
the best person to be suitable for the long term. The City of Aurora is quite large. It is approximately the same size
as New Orleans, with about 308,000 residents.

Currently, funding for various projects for the city is tough due to less spending because of the recession. She is
looking at what the options are. She mentioned there is talk about the need for a recreation center. The Mission
Viejo, Hoffman Heights, lliff Square and Chambers Plaza libraries are now closed. Theoretically, it may be possible to
let the people South of Yale vote to join the Arapahoe County Library District and see about reopening it. She
doesn’t want to see a fight for the budget between the police and the libraries. Recently, it has been the South side
of the city vs. the North side. The South side of the city wants an animal shelter. Aurora is a huge city and there are
many new facilities needed, and many needs that are not being met.

Molly passed out her newsletter and mentioned how we can sign up for email to receive the newsletters and to
receive notifications of her Ward meetings every month. She passed out some calendars with her scheduled events
on it, and also passed out some extra blank calendars for people to take home if they needed one.

Molly spoke a bit about Aurora’s water needs, and the cost of sharing the Prairie Waters Project in 2011 that will
potentially increase Aurora’s water supply by 20%.

Molly mentioned Heather Gardens is in the process of removing some of their grass and adding xeriscaping to save
water. When parks and other areas have sections that are natural areas, it helps to defray water costs.

Amazing Jake’s is now closed. In May of 2009, Amazing Jake’s defaulted on its obligation under their agreement with
the City of Aurora. The shopping center in that location is looking for tenants. Possibly an industrial group, or a
school looking for a place to move to.

The City of Aurora is seeing what to do about medical marijuana shops. There is a 6 month moratorium (period of
delay) about what the State vs. Local Government controls. They are deciding what they will and will not allow.
There could possibly be some areas zoned for this along 1-70 in the industrial areas.

Guest Speaker #2:

Officer Chad Berger our Par Office from the Aurora Police Department was a special guest as well. Burglaries are
down. There have been a few, but they have been sporadic, with no set pattern. This Winter has been especially
cold, so people are not running around outside as much. Traditionally, they don’t hit this area. They have more
across Chambers in the neighborhood nearby. Chad mentioned our area takes care of itself, and has very minimal
criminal activity. On the news, there has been a man called the Band-Aid Bandit. He hit again on Friday at the TCF
Bank on Quincy and Buckley and Smoky Hill and Himalaya. He was hitting an area near Abilene, but now is further
South. He also robbed a Papa Murphy’s. He drives a dark colored Honda or Nissan with a ski rack, but had a White
Saturn prior to the new vehicle. The most he has ever received in a robbery was $2500. He is believed to be a
parolee from somewhere else, and his girlfriend or wife works at McDonalds, and he has not been able to get a job.

There have been some other bank robberies lately with more serious criminals. One bank robbery was at a bank
near Chambers and Hampden in which they stole $54,000.. They jump the counters and go right to the vault.
Another bank robbery was at Colfax and Galena for $60,000 and another one for $70,000. There are warrants out
for a bunch of they people in this gang. One went to NJ, another was has been gone 2 -3 weeks. They tried to catch
them in Denver, a couple cars were rammed, but they got away. They were heavily armed with machine guns.

We live in area 20. With our area, Chad drives through as needed.

A lady in our neighborhood who lives on East Warren Place and lliff inquired about two drive by shootings within the
last four years. Officer Berger mentioned this sort of thing happens further North of this area, usually North of
Colfax. However, more crime is moving further South. He mentioned to avoid anything like this, there is less crime
South of Quincy. Moving up to Yale and Laredo, there are a lot of rental properties, and there are a lot of Section 8
homes not far from her as well, a bit North. These are contributing factors. The latest drive by they believe was
targeting a certain guy’s house. The first one was not specific.

Officer Berger reminded us that there are Park Smart signs here and there which remind us to remove out valuables
from our cars when parking them for any length of time — purses, GPS units, etc. Do not leave anything in the front
seat of your car. This avoids thieves breaking windows to get into the car.

Spring is just around the corner, and crimes pick up a bit when the weather is warmer.
